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Thank you for choosing A200 as your door-to-door in-car navigator. Read the Quick Start
Guide first and start using A200 right away. This document is the detailed description of the
software. You can easily discover A200 while you are using it; however, we still recommend
that you read this manual to understand the screens and the features of A200.
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1 Warnings and Safety information

A200 is a navigation system that helps you find your way to your destination with a connected
GPS receiver. A200 does not transmit your GPS position; others cannot track you.

It is important that you look at the display only when it is safe to do so. If you are the driver of
the vehicle, we recommend that you operate A200 before you start your journey. Plan the
route before your departure and stop if you need to change something in the route.

A200 has a Safety Mode: if you turn on Safety Mode, you cannot change anything in A200
while the vehicle is moving at a speed of 10 km/h (6 mph) or higher. Unless only passengers
operate A200, we strongly encourage you to turn on Safety Mode.

You must obey the traffic signs and follow the road geometry. If you deviate from the route
that A200 recommended, A200 changes the instructions accordingly.

Never place mobile devices where it obstructs the driver's view, where it is in the deployment
zone of an airbag or where it might cause injuries in an accident.

2 Getting started with A200

A200 is optimised for in-car use. You can use it easily by tapping the screen buttons and the
map with your fingertips.

A200 can plan routes throughout the whole installed map set; you do not need to change
maps or switch to a poorly detailed general map to navigate between map segments or

countries.

2. Select the language and speaker used for voice guidance messages. Later you can
change it in Settings (page 74).

3. Select whether to start the program in Simple mode or in Advanced mode. Later you
can switch between the two operating modes in Settings.

After this, the Navigation menu appears and you can start using A200.

The typical way of using A200 is to select a destination, and start navigating. You can select
your destination in the following ways (not all of them are available in Simple mode):

1 Use the selected location on the map (the Cursor) (page 29).

1  Enter a full address or a part of an address, for example a street name without a house
number or the names of two intersecting streets (page 30).

1  Enter an address with postal code (page 37). This way you do not need to select the
name of the settlement and the search for street names might be faster as well.

2.1 Simple and Advanced modes

The two operating modes of A200 mainly differ in the menu structure and the number of
available features. The controls and screen layouts are the same.

1  Simple mode: you have easy access to the most important navigation functions and
the basic settings only. The rest of the settings are set to values that are optimal for
typical use.

1  Advanced mode: you have access to the full functionality of A200.

2.2 Hardware buttons

You can use A200 mostly by tapping the touch screen. The device has only a few hardware
buttons.

You can turn mobile devices on or off at any time. When mobile devices is switched off, A200
does not calculate your GPS position and it does not update the route or the driving
instructions.

When you turn the device on again, A200 continues navigating as soon as the GPS receiver
has determined your position.

2.3 Buttons and other controls on the screen
When you are using A200, you usually tap buttons on the touch screen.

You only need to confirm selections or changes in A200 if the application needs to restart, it
needs to perform a major reconfiguration, or you are about to lose some of your data or
settings. Otherwise, A200 saves your selections and applies the new settings without
confirmation as soon as you use the controls.
